Having attended quite a number of Asean Championships the most vivid memories are the
friendly atmosphere at all the events. The memories for some years’ events are also evoked by
events which happened away from the bridge table.

The excitement of the 1983 Championships in Bangkok did not end with the Victory Dinner. At
midnight, fire broke out in the hotel and the players and other hotel guests scrambled down the
fire escape. Now, that was some safely play!

The dignitary invited to open the 1987 Championships in Kuala Lumpur was sensationally arrested
the previous day on a murder charge. Obviously he did not turn up for the Opening Ceremony
but a large press contingent which had not updated their diaries did.

The 9/11 tragedy cast a somber mood over the 2001 Championships in Manila. The thoughts of
many players turned to those who had lost or were searching for loved ones. At the Victory
Dinner, PTBA President Sylvia Alejandro led the guests in a prayer for lasting friendships and the
safe return home of all visitors.

Getting Ready

The Open Pairs gets underway today with one session this afternoon and another session this
evening.

The Mixed Teams will start tomorrow with 18 teams taking part. There will be eight 8-board
rounds of Swiss, with matching by computer. From the players’ list, it looks like a well balanced field.

I | teams have registered in the Ladies and 3 in the Youths. They will play in a combined section. It
will also be a round robin of 14-board matches; 6 rounds on Monday, 5 on Tuesday and 2 on
Wednesday. The top 2 Ladies and Youth teams will play in a 16-board final on Wednesday.

For those who do not qualify into any one of these finals, they can join the Swiss on Wednesday.
One match from each team session will be on BBO, starting with the Mixed.
